It comes from
Doppel (double) and Génger (walker). A doppelgédnger is an identical double of a real person.

There is a myth that if the person is good, then the doppelgénger will be bad; if the
person is bad, then the doppelgénger will be good. According to the myth, if a person meets his or her
doppelgénger then they will both die. The British poet, Percy Bysshe Shelley, is an example of someone
who supposedly died after meeting his doppelganger.
